Written requests are to be sent to
APT with appropriate detail as re-
quired by our handbook with a copy
to the Trustee Chairman. | pledge
to you that | will ensure that all re-
guests so submitted will be acted
upon and responded to within 30
days. Please understand that you
may be required to restore common
areas to their original condition if
you make unapproved modifica-
tions.

The work has been
very slow and we are trying to get
it open as soon as possible.

Vanaria has repaired all of the
plow damage to the property and
reseeded. We are hoping to have
a nice summer so the natural
beauty of Quail Run will stand out.

VANDALISM

Now that the warm weather approaches,
please be alert for suspicious persons on our
grounds. Remember that we spent $10,000 of
your money last year repairing this unneces-
sary damage. Simply call 911 and the Woburn
Police will take it from there.

ILLEGAL DUMPING

The City has placed boulders blocking four
wheel vehicle access to the northern end of
Sylvanus Wood Lane which should prevent
further dumping. Woburn DPW has also
cleaned up their portion of the land while we
still have to deal with approximately 20 large
bags of leaves as well as a lesser amount of
construction refuse. As suggested earlier,
bring a box cutter and end your walk here, cut
open the top of the plastic bags, dump out
the leaves using the now empty trash bag to

transport a small amount of trash down to the
DG dumpster.

POOL HEAT

As of May 27, pool repairs are proceeding with
pool opening, originally scheduled for Memorial
Day, delayed until approximately June 5. Please
remember that the new heating system was ap-
proved by the Trustees with the proviso that we
will only maintain a 75-degree temperature to
control heating costs. We will also wait until the
natural heating process brings the water tem-
perature to at least 67 degrees before turning
on the heater. We understand that the initial
heat up phase is the most costly in terms of en-
ergy cost.

TENNIS COURT

Thanks to extensive crack sealing over the past
two years by Rich, we appear to have pro-
longed the court life by several years. Replacing
the court will eventually have to be done with
funds already set aside in our capital budget.
Please remember that we presently have a
number of units for sale. Well maintained infra-

OTHER FINANCIAL MATTERS

As of April 30, we are 1/3 through the fiscal year
and appear to be reasonably on budget. Pool
repairs have exceeded plan by approximately
$5,000, which will be funded out of our capital
account along with any payments made to own-
ers under our decking rebate program. The big-
gest pending capital expense will be roadway
and walk repaving, scheduled for 2012. Unless
asphalt (a petroleum derivative) prices sky-
rocket above 2008 levels, we should be able to
fund this expenditure comfortably.

CONCLUSION

Quail Run is in solid financial shape in spite of
prevailing economic conditions. This is due, in
no small part, to our corps of volunteers as well
as all those residents who make a variety of
other contribution to our community .
